TBC have produced a response — the standard methodology across UK is to achieve 300,000
housing annually, but it is skewed towards development in large rural areas. TBC allocation
would potentially increase by 85%. It has to be standardised but also has to be fair. Most rural
authorities will be against the plan, and TBC have put in a very strong response

ASHCHURCH MASTER PLAN

Terms of reference for sub group have been circulated, DG expressed concern over secrecy
clause, TD considered there is nothing within this agreement that will stop us disclosing the
information to residents providing it is not confidential, and we should be able to hold a public
meeting. Professional help and guidance has also been agreed

DS confirmed that the members are happy to vest powers in the working group

Bredon PC have approached us for our view on the masterplan, they want to take an active part
and want us to work alongside them with other neighbouring parishes, AP is in agreement

GS asked for more information, most of the development is within ARPC and Bredon is less
affected

TD felt all parishes will be affected and there are traffic implications for whole area and it will
affect schools, hospital and railways

DS considered a strategic overview with a bigger group would be beneficial
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TD added the solution to A46 will potentially affect neighbouring parishes, and the more
leverage by joining forces the better, and we could share information

TBC have
achieved the bid and residents including children from the new houses could cross the bridge
safely, should work with TBC as an opportunity to keep traffic off the A46, this view was
supported by DS

but should be a part of the same application, traffic will increase significantly for Northway and
Bredon
